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Seeking much more effective ways to create a real r elationship and 
communication between parents and school we organize d some activities 

in collaboration with the parents themselves and ad opted methods and 
measures to improve this kind of cooperation.

1. Our first initiative was to 
persuade each teacher

persuade each teacher 
separately that all the 
families are not the same and 
that he/she has to form a 
different attitude towards 
each student according to 
his/her family environment 
and to try to understand 
his/her  personality and 
specify his/her needs.



2. Next we tried to:

• Detect the refutable expectations of parents on one  hand and 
school on the other.

• Push forward the meaning of mutual understanding an d confidence 
between parents and school.

• Make clear that we all parents and school staff are  here to serve our 
children/students and cover their needs.

• Improve the ways of informing and communicating wit h parents.
• Highlight the importance of cooperation and
• Ameliorate the school climate held today. 



3. Then a questionnaire was used sent to 60 parents  out of the 400 
students of our school. The results in general were  that:

• Parents are not satisfied with the existent coopera tion with the school.
• They think that the school is below their own expec tations.
• They believe that the teachers do not show much int erest in their 

students.
• Although their kids feel safe at school they do not  find it attractive and
• 54% of the parents either partly or totally disagre e with the school 

rules.rules.



We were not impressed at all by these results, as i t is common 
knowledge that the Greek society despises state hig h schools 
(the reasons are explained below). As there have no t been any 
similar researches in other neighboring schools so far, we are 
unable to compare the situation and draw conclusion s. But 
based on the results we decided to:

• Revise our attitude towards our students.
• Face their problems even the smaller ones immediate ly.
• Show off the pedagogical role of school (discipline , bullying).• Show off the pedagogical role of school (discipline , bullying).
• Organize activities and present them to parents.
• Improve the  school building especially the classro oms.
• Pay more attention to the proper organization of th e school 

(teaching vacancies, late students, playing truant)  and
• Cooperate with other relevant associations having t o do with 

parents.



The reason for parents despising the Greek state sc hool especially high 
schools is twofold:

First it is the private cost of public schools. In classical Greece education 
was exclusively private. Schooling practices today have gone to the 
other extreme. According to the Greek constitution,  education is a 
right of the citizens and a duty of the state. But t he Greek state school 
proved to be unsuccessful to provide free education . Private tutoring 
evening schools sprang up due to the intensifying c ompetition in 
university entrance exams. The system is not only s tressing the family 
budget but also the lifestyle of the students, who spend endless hours budget but also the lifestyle of the students, who spend endless hours 
each week on homework and after-school private tuto ring.



The second reason are the sit-ins.

Once a year mainly in autumn there is a wave of sit -ins sweeping 
Greece. The students often decide to take matters i nto their own 
hands. Their demands include:

• Higher government spending on schools and guarantee d access to all 
levels of education. At the moment the vast majorit y of students are 
obliged to do extra lessons, which have to be paid by their parents.

• Preservation of the historically much cherished in the Greek society 
academic asylum (asylum against actions of the poli ce in university 
and school campuses).

• Striving against the establishment of private (non- state) universities 
and

• Fighting for improvements in the whole educational system.



And it is worth mentioning that a great percentage of parents 

according to their political beliefs fervently supp ort their children in 
this kind of mobilizations keeping schools closed ev en for a fortnight 
and paralyzing the whole educational procedure.
